Misconceptions: 
• When Christians die, we go to heaven, and we will be there forever. 
• Being in heaven is like... No more work, sitting on a cloud, playing golf, or singing in a choir. 
• The world just keeps going as it always has until judgment day. 
• We are currently in and/or building the kingdom.  
• Only the glorified saints will be in the kingdom. 

Romans 8:15-23 For you did not receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the Spirit 
of adoption as sons, by whom we cry, “Abba! Father!” 16 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we 
are children of God, 17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer 
with him in order that we may also be glorified with him. 18 For I consider that the sufferings of this present time 
are not worth comparing with the glory that is to be revealed to us. 19 For the creation waits with eager longing 
for the revealing of the sons of God. 20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of 
him who subjected it, in hope 21 that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption and obtain 
the freedom of the glory of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation has been groaning 
together in the pains of childbirth until now. 23 And not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the 
firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.

Satan is locked in the bottomless pit and Millennium Commences 
Rev 20:1-3 Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, holding in his hand the key to the bottomless pit and 
a great chain. And he seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil and Satan, and bound him for a 
thousand years, and threw him into the pit, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he might not deceive the 
nations any longer, until the thousand years were ended. After that he must be released for a little while. 

Dan 12:11-13 And from the time that the regular burnt offering is taken away and the abomination that makes 
desolate is set up, there shall be 1,290 days. Blessed is he who waits and arrives at the 1,335 days. But go your 
way till the end. And you shall rest and shall stand in your allotted place at the end of the days."  

There are 2,520 days in the tribulation period.  They are broken into two halves of 1,260.  The anti-Christ is 
expected to set himself up in the temple as God, which is known as the abomination of desolation.  Daniel states 
2 other lengths from the abomination of desolation 1,295 and 1,335.  The additional 75 days are broken out as 
30 and 45 extra days.

Matthew 25:31-46 – the Sheep and the Goats are divided – 2 groups of gentiles alive at the end of the 
tribulation period – brethren are the Jews persecuted during the tribulation period. 

 



   
 

   
 

Things to know about the Millennial Kingdom 
Rev 20:4-6 Then I saw thrones, and seated on them were those to whom the authority to judge was committed. 
Also I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded for the testimony of Jesus and for the word of God, and 
those who had not worshiped the beast or its image and had not received its mark on their foreheads or their 
hands. They came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years. The rest of the dead did not come to life 
until the thousand years were ended. This is the first resurrection. Blessed and holy is the one who shares in the 
first resurrection! Over such the second death has no power, but they will be priests of God and of Christ, and 
they will reign with him for a thousand years. 

 

Rule and Reign with Christ 
Luke 19:12-19 He said therefore, "A nobleman went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom and then 
return. Calling ten of his servants, he gave them ten minas, and said to them, 'Engage in business until I come.' 
But his citizens hated him and sent a delegation after him, saying, 'We do not want this man to reign over us.' 
When he returned, having received the kingdom, he ordered these servants to whom he had given the money to 
be called to him, that he might know what they had gained by doing business. The first came before him, saying, 
'Lord, your mina has made ten minas more.' And he said to him, 'Well done, good servant! Because you have 
been faithful in a very little, you shall have authority over ten cities.' And the second came, saying, 'Lord, your 
mina has made five minas.' And he said to him, 'And you are to be over five cities.' 

Mat 19:28 Jesus said to them, "Truly, I say to you, in the new world, when the Son of Man will sit on his glorious 
throne, you who have followed me will also sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel. And 
everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or children or lands, for my name's sake, 
will receive a hundredfold and will inherit eternal life. 

Revelation 2:26 (ESV): The one who conquers and who keeps my works until the end, to him I will give authority 
over the nations, 

Revelation 3:21 (ESV): The one who conquers, I will grant him to sit with me on my throne, 

Our position and authority will be proportionate to our labor and fruit in this life. 



   
 

   
 

Christ will have an Everlasting Kingdom 
Dan 7:13-14 "I saw in the night visions, and behold, with the clouds of heaven there came one like a son of man, 
and he came to the Ancient of Days and was presented before him. And to him was given dominion and glory 
and a kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages should serve him; his dominion is an everlasting 
dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom one that shall not be destroyed. 

Christ’s will Govern and War will Cease 
Isa 2:2-4 It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the LORD shall be established 
as the highest of the mountains, and shall be lifted up above the hills; and all the nations shall flow to it, and 
many peoples shall come, and say: "Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of 
Jacob, that he may teach us his ways and that we may walk in his paths." For out of Zion shall go the law, and 
the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. He shall judge between the nations, and shall decide disputes for many 
peoples; and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not 
lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war anymore. 

Israel is Restored and given the Promised Land 
Zephaniah 3:14-15 Sing aloud, O daughter of Zion; shout, O Israel! Rejoice and exult with all your heart, O 
daughter of Jerusalem! The LORD has taken away the judgments against you; he has cleared away your enemies. 
The King of Israel, the LORD, is in your midst; you shall never again fear evil. 

The world is recreated 
Isaiah 65:17-20 "For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth, and the former things shall not be 
remembered or come into mind. But be glad and rejoice forever in that which I create; for behold, I create 
Jerusalem to be a joy, and her people to be a gladness. I will rejoice in Jerusalem and be glad in my people; no 
more shall be heard in it the sound of weeping and the cry of distress. No more shall there be in it an infant who 
lives but a few days, or an old man who does not fill out his days, for the young man shall die a hundred years 
old, and the sinner a hundred years old shall be accursed. 

The Animal Kingdom is Changed 
Isa 11:6-9 The wolf shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the young goat, and the calf 
and the lion and the fattened calf together; and a little child shall lead them. The cow and the bear shall graze; 
their young shall lie down together; and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. The nursing child shall play over the 
hole of the cobra, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the adder's den. They shall not hurt or destroy in all 
my holy mountain; for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD as the waters cover the sea.

Ezekiel 40-48 – specific dimension for the Millennial Temple 

Satan’s Final Rebellion 
Rev 20:7 And when the thousand years are ended, Satan will be released from his prison  and will come out to 
deceive the nations that are at the four corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them for battle; their 
number is like the sand of the sea. And they marched up over the broad plain of the earth and surrounded the 
camp of the saints and the beloved city, but fire came down from heaven and consumed them, and the devil who 



   
 

   
 

had deceived them was thrown into the lake of fire and sulfur where the beast and the false prophet were, and 
they will be tormented day and night forever and ever. 

Great White Throne Judgment 
Rev 20:11-15 Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. From his presence earth and sky 
fled away, and no place was found for them. And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, 
and books were opened. Then another book was opened, which is the book of life. And the dead were judged by 
what was written in the books, according to what they had done. And the sea gave up the dead who were in it, 
Death and Hades gave up the dead who were in them, and they were judged, each one of them, according to 
what they had done. Then Death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake 
of fire. And if anyone's name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.
